




Preparing the Autosampler to be Packed

1.  Remove the bu�er line from the Bu�er Bottle and wipe with 
a Kimwipe. Place line in a beaker �lled with 200 mL of DIH2O. 
Select Bu�er Change.

2.  Remove the bu�er line from the DIH2O solution, and repeat 
the above step with the bu�er line out of liquid.

3.  Most of the liquid should be removed from the instrument.

Packing the Autosampler in a Shipping Box

1.  Very gently remove the [4] Quad Stirrer Propellers from the 
Quad Stirrer (Figure 1a) and set them in the Quad Stirrer 
Propeller Shipping Tray and secure (Figure 1b). Gently 
place the Shipping Tray into the 8 x 6 x 6 inch box on top 
of the tray support (Figure 1c). Close box tightly and 
secure with Packaging Tape.

2.  Remove the plumbing from the Wash Station. Rotate the 
Wash Station counter-clockwise until it can lift free from 
the Base Plate. Rinse the waste tube and Wash Station with 
DIH2O. When dry, insert both the Wash Station and the 
Standards Rack from the Autosampler into a large Ziplock Bag. 
Collapse the Sample Racks. Insert the Racks and the Ziplock 
Bag into a 10.5” x 12” accessories box. Seal the box with 
Packaging Tape.

3.  Unscrew the cable from the bottom of the Quad Stirrer. 
Thoroughly clean both the Autosampler and the Quad 
Stirrer with Denatured Alcohol and Kimwipes. Very carefully 
lift the Quad Stirrer o� of the mounting pins, on the 
Autosampler (Figure 2a), and place it onto [4] squares of 
bubble wrap. Secure it with Packaging Tape. Add [3] squares 
of bubble wrap and wrap around the Quad Stirrer to 
better protect it (Figure 2b). Insert the Quad Stirrer into a 
14” x 20” box, �ll the box with paper �ller, and tape shut.

4.  Insert the Quad Stirrer box into a 24” x 19” Sapidyne box. 
Place the Waste Bottle, the Quad Stirrer Propeller box, 
the Autosampler kit bag (with the cords), the Drain Vent, 
and the laminated drawing on top of the Quad Stirrer box. 
Insert paper �ller and tape the box shut. Place both a 
“Fragile” and “This Side Up” sticker to both sides of the box.

Note: It is a good idea to start the taping on top of the 
tape at the bottom of the box and then continue on to 
the other side. 

5.  Pull the rotating Sipper Arm arrier towards the front, carefully 
rotate the Sipper Arm clockwise (as viewed from above) until 
it stops, and gently push it all the way back (Figure 3a). 
Remove the plumbing from the plumbing clips and bind it 
together with a Twist Tie. Combine the plumbing clips so 
that they are 10 cm from the end of the the arm. Secure the 
plumbing and the tip carrier using Cling Wrap (Figure 3a).

Very Important: Be careful not to exert undue pressure on 
the carrier and the Sipper Tube.

6.  Secure the Spill Tray by carefully lifting the Autosampler 
and wrapping the tray to the Autosampler with Cling Wrap 
(Figure 3b).

7.  Orient the Autosampler box so that both of the box handles 
are located to your right. Carefully lower the Autosampler 
into the box exactly as shown making certain that it rests 
comfortably in the cut grooves (Figure 4a). Insert the 
10.5” x 12” accessories box and then orient the top foam 
packing piece so that the back�ush pump rests in the gap 
(Figure 4b). Close the box and secure it with Packaging Tape.
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Packing the Autosampler in a Shipping Crate

1.  Unhook the [7] latches on the Pelican Case and lift the hood.

2.  Remove (in order) foam pieces 6, 4, 3, and 2 with the end 
result shown in Figure 1.

3.  Prepare Autosampler by removing and setting aside the 
[4] Quad Stirrer Propellers (see Page 1, Figure 1a). 
Remove the Tube Racks as well.

4.  Unhook the cable from the bottom of the Quad Stirrer. 
Very carefully lift the Quad Stirrer o� the mounting pins, 
on the Autosampler (see Page 1, Figure 2a).

5.  Use the Cling Wrap to wrap both the Sipper Arm to the 
Autosampler and the Drip Pan to the legs of the 
Autosampler. See the instruction on page 2, #5 as 
well as Figures 3a and 3b for more information.

6.  Place the wrapped Autosampler into foam piece 1. Once in 
place, put back foam pieces 2 and 3 (Figure 2).

7.  Next, place foam piece 4 onto the Autosampler with 
number 4 at the front of the case facing you. Note: Place 
additional accessories in the cutout labled �Accesso-
ries� in foam piece 4.

8.  Take the Quad Stirrer and place it in the cut out in foam 
piece 5. Note: Place the Propellers in the [4] tubes 
located in foam piece 5 and place the Tube Racks in 
the empty space (above/beside) the Quad Stirrer 
(Figure 3).

 
9.  Orient foam piece 6 with the left and right correctly 

positioned on top and close the lid. Secure the [7] latches 
and if available place Zipties into the [2] lock holes located 
on the front of the Pelican Case (Figure 4).
